Here, specialist Thomas Schenker demonstrated in an experimental area how human
intervention is used to support the adaptation of the forest cover to climate change.

Most of these colleagues have also joined us at the closing conference on the 22" of
November 2022.

We have a successful conference day behind us. The presentation of the project was followed
by professional presentations. 52 experts participated in the event in person and 9 online.
